Simple linear regression was used to analyze
information. Proxy variable for fertility: adolescents
who had given birth or were pregnant at time of
interview.

Location: Traditional national regional divisions
from State Statistical Department (DANE) and
Subregions used by DHS

Comparison of adolescent fertility levels
(left) and education (right). See how one
map is almost the negative of the other.
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Spatial differences point to the importance of considering Culture an
important intermediate adolescent fertility determinant.

In order to better understand the confounding phenomena influencing
teen fertility levels it is suggested that longitudinal studies
complemented with localized area studies be undertaken in order to
advocate for comprehensive public policy formation.
